1. APRESENTACAO

1.1.  Esta chamada visa regulamentar os requisitos para sele¢cdo dos interessados em
realizar o curso “Human Rights: an introduction”, realizado em cooperagdo entre a UFABC
e a University of Tiibingen, Alemanha, de 12/05/2026 a 07/07/2026, com carga horaria de
20 horas.

1.2. A 3% edigdo do curso “Human Rights: an introduction” abordara os conceitos
fundamentais dos direitos humanos, sua relevancia contemporinea e suas formas de
implementagdo em diferentes contextos nacionais e regionais, bem como seus impactos ao
longo do tempo;

1.3. O curso sera realizado online com aulas expositivas, leituras e debates em grupo,
além de palestras com convidados sobre a historia dos direitos humanos, os sistemas
internacionais de protecdo e a relagdo entre democracia e direitos humanos.

2. DOS REQUISITOS PARA PARTICIPAR

2.1.  Parase inscrever, os candidatos deverdo atender aos seguintes requisitos:
a) Ter interesse na temdtica dos direitos humanos;
b) Ter capacidade de se comunicar na lingua inglesa;
c) Ter disponibilidade para assistir as aulas que serdo realizadas as tercas-feiras das
11:30 as 13:00 (horério de Brasilia GMT-3) e 16:30 as 18:00 (horario da Europa
Central CET/UTC+1).

3. DOS PROCEDIMENTOS PARA INSCRICAO
3.1.  As inscrigdes serdo realizadas no periodo descrito no Cronograma desta chamada,

exclusivamente por meio do preenchimento do formulario eletronico disponivel em
https://ufabc.net.br/humanrights2026.
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3.2.  Sera considerada valida apenas a ultima inscri¢do enviada pelo(a) candidato(a) e as
informacdes nela constantes, ndo sendo aceitas inscrigdes por e-mail.

4.1.  Serao disponibilizadas 50 vagas, sendo 20 vagas destinadas a comunidade académica
da UFABC.
4.2.1 Havendo mais inscritos do que vagas disponiveis, a selecdo ocorrerd com base
na motivag¢do indicada pelo participante no formulario de inscrigao;
4.2.2 Se a quantidade de vagas disponibilizadas a comunidade académica nado for
preenchida, elas serdo preenchidas pelos demais inscritos.

5. DO CERTIFICADO

5.1. Sera emitido certificado de participacdo aqueles que atenderem a, no minimo, 75% da
carga horaria.

THE INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS OFFICE OF THE FEDERAL UNIVERSITY OF
ABC FOUNDATION - UFABC, in the exercise of its legal powers, establishes the rules
for regulating the selection of participants interested in taking the course "Human Rights: an
introduction", held in cooperation with the University of Tiibingen, Germany.

1. PRESENTATION

1.1. This call aims to regulate the requirements for the selection of individuals interested in
taking the course "Human Rights: an introduction", held in cooperation between UFABC
and the University of Tiibingen, Germany, from 05/12/2026 to 07/07/2026, with a total
workload of 20 hours.

1.2.  The 3" edition of the course "Human Rights: an introduction" will address the
fundamental concepts of human rights, their contemporary relevance, and the ways in which
they are implemented in different national and regional contexts, as well as their impacts
over time;

1.3. The course will be conducted online through lectures, readings, and group discussions,
as well as guest lectures on the history of human rights, international protection systems, and
the relationship between democracy and human rights.

2. ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

2.1. To register, candidates must meet the following requirements:

a) Have an interest in the subject of human rights;

b) Be able to communicate in the English language;

c) Beavailable to attend classes held on Tuesdays from 11:30 to 13:00 (Brasilia time GMT-
and 16:30 to 18:00 (Central European Time CET/UTC+1).

3. REGISTRATION PROCEDURES

3.1. Registrations will be carried out during the period described in the Schedule of this
call, exclusively through the electronic form available at
https://ufabc.net.br/humanrights2026.

3.2.  Only the last registration submitted by the candidate and the information contained
therein will be considered valid; registrations by email will not be accepted.

4. AVAILABLE SPOTS AND SELECTION
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4.1. A total of 50 spots will be made available, with 20 spots reserved for the UFABC
academic community.

4.2.1 If the number of applicants exceeds the number of available spots, selection will be
based on the motivation provided by the applicant in the registration form,;

4.2.2 If'the spots reserved for the academic community are not filled, they will be allocated
to other applicants.

5. CERTIFICATE

5.1. A certificate of participation will be issued to those who attend at least 75% of the total
workload.
